We want to be first - come in first - be the first
in line. It seems to be a natural inclination,
FROM THE especially in our culture. Isn't it sort of a natural
PASTOR%, tendency? Who wants to be last? With the
= parableintoday’s gospel, Jesus begs us to
reflect on our motives for seeking recognition and position.
When we consider our actions, isn’t self-promotion most often
achieved at the expense of others? Jesus' parable reinforces
the teaching of Proverbs: Do not put yourself forward in the
king's presence or stand in the place of the great; for it is
better to be told, "Come up here," than to be put lower in the
presence of the prince (Proverbs 25:6-7).

A WORD

True humility is not feeling bad about ourselves, or having a
low opinion of ourselves, or thinking of ourselves as inferior to
others. On the other hand, a low self-opinion tends to focus our
attention on ourselves. True humility frees us from
preoccupation with ourselves. Humility is truth in self-
understanding and seeing ourselves the way God sees us, with
eyes of love.

A humble person makes a realistic assessment of himself or
herself without illusion or pretense to be something he or she
is not. The humble regard themselves neither smaller nor
larger than they truly are. True humility frees us to be our true
selves and to avoid despair and pride. A humble person does
not have to wear a mask or put on a facade in order to look
good to others, especially to those who don’t really know that
person.

Humility is the foundation of all the other virtues because it
helps us to view and judge ourselves honestly, the way God
sees us. Humility leads to real self-knowledge, honesty,
realism, strength, and dedication to give ourselves to
something greater than ourselves. Humility frees us to love
and serve others selflessly, for their sake, rather than our own.
Paul, the apostle, describes for us the greatest example and
model of humility in Jesus Christ, who emptied himself, taking
the form of a servant, ...who humbled himself and became
obedient unto death, even death on a cross (Philippians 2:7-
8).

Whether you are in college or in the work world, this is a
message for all of us. Where do we see ourselves and what is
most important: how others view us and what sort of image
we foster - or how God sees us? Are we concerned about
being first among others - or first with God? When we think
about it that way, it seems a simple answer; this is a message
for all of us.
